However, at present it is intended that removal Removal of rails and ties would be primarily funded through the Regional Trails Reserve Fund in the Parks budget. These funds are a reserve balance of previously uncommitted funds in the Regional Trails Fund, sourced from the Parks Levy through a mid-biennium supplemental budget request being transmitted to the Council concurrent with this transmittal for review and approval. The mid-biennium supplemental request includes a request for budget authority to expend funds toward rail removal. At present, $1,550,000 is requested toward the engineering design and rail removal construction costs. This rail removal plan is subject to any and all of the terms and conditions of that separate budget appropriation.
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
