Dear Councilmember Sullivan:

Enclosed is a motion authorizing the King County Executive to enter into an interlocal agreement with the City of Covington for reciprocal collection of transportation impact fees.

The County and the City each have their own transportation impact fees system to impose impact fees on development activities as part of the financing for transportation facilities authorized by R.C.W. 82.02.050 through 82.02.100.  Developments in the unincorporated areas of the County may have an impact on City transportation facilities and developments in the City may have an impact on transportation facilities in the unincorporated areas of the County.  

Since developments should pay a proportionate share of the cost of transportation facilities needed to serve new growth and development, the proposed interlocal agreement will allow the County and the City to collect fees for development traffic impacts on the other party’s transportation facilities.  Similar agreements already exist between the County and the cities of Issaquah and Redmond.
