SUBJECT:  Proposed Motion 2004-0546 establishing the King County 2005 (FY 2006) 

Federal Legislative Agenda and Statements of Federal Policy.

SUMMARY:  Each year King County develops a Federal Legislative Agenda.  The agenda is used as a direction and a guideline by the consultant representing King County on federal issues.  The Ferguson Group is the federal consultant representing King County.  The current contract with The Ferguson Group has been extended to advocate on behalf of King County during the 109th Congress, 1st session.

The Executive, working with The Ferguson Group and the Executive Departments developed the proposed 2005 (FY2006) Federal Legislative Agenda and Statements of Federal Policy.  The Legislative Steering Committee (LSC) directed the governmental relation’s staff to review the proposed 2005 (FY2006) Federal Legislative Agenda and Statements of Federal Policy.  The review process consisted of the governmental relation’s staff working The Executive Staff, Executive Departments, and The Ferguson Group to determine what issues are major priorities for King County in 2005 (FY 2006).  The 2005 (FY 2006) Federal Agenda and Statements of Federal Policy were sent to all Council  Members, Council Member Staff, and Council Central Staff on November 18, 2004, for review and input.
The LSC reviewed and forwarded the proposed 2005 (FY 2006) Federal Legislative Agenda and Statements of Federal Policy to the Committee of the Whole at their meeting on December 13, 2004.  The agenda can be found in your packets labeled as proposed motion 2004-0546.
