       NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that the Metropolitan King County Council will hold a public hearing on the 10th floor of the King County Courthouse, Seattle, Washington on Monday, June 20, 2011 at 1:30 p.m.  The purpose of this hearing is to consider adoption of Proposed Ordinance 2011-0247 relating to public transportation; revising rates of fare.

                                                 SUMMARY

Proposed Ordinance 2011-0247 amends King County Code 4.150.010 to increase the youth cash fare by 50 cents.  The price of a public school student monthly pass would be raised to $36.  These changes would take effect September 1, 2011.  The price of a public school student monthly pass would be raised to $45 effective July 1, 2012.  The reason for these changes is to align the Metro youth fare and passes with the regional fare structure agreed to by all transit agencies serving the Puget Sound area.
The definition of “peak period trip” would be amended to exclude weekdays on which nine holidays are observed.

Streetcars would be exempted from the time-of-day limitations for peak period trips and off-peak period trips.

The director of the King County Department of Transportation would be authorized to waive or discount transit fares in emergencies.
