Assumptions: This is an alternate project approved by FEMA (the original project was for the Cedar River landslide caused by the 2001 Nisqually earthquake) to purchase a flood patrol vehicle and a dozer for use in flood hazard maintenance and repair projects.  It was approved on July 31, 2003.  Budget authority existed in 2003, but there wasn't enough time to meet the procurement procedures by year-end.  Both vehicles have been ordered and will be delivered by mid-year.
Revenue has not been collected.  It is reimbursable after we pay for equipment.  Revenue is based on expenditures - 100% reimbursable up to $146,000. Expenditures are based on costs provided by vendor. There are no out year impacts as stated above in the fiscal note form.
