SUBJECT

A motion confirming the executive's appointment of Jayson Morris, who resides in council district four, to the King County board for developmental disabilities. 

SUMMARY

The Executive has appointed Jason Morris for the remainder of a three-year term on the King County Board for Developmental Disabilities, expiring September 30, 2018.  Proposed Motion 2018-0139 would confirm this appointment.

BACKGROUND

The 15-member Board for Developmental Disabilities is a citizen advisory board that provides oversight of community services for children with developmental delays, adults with developmental disabilities and the families of these individuals. The board develops plans for developmental disability services, advises on funding priorities, and advocates for increases in funding and improvement in services.  Board members include family advocates, self-advocates, professionals and interested citizens.  

Mr. Morris’ application materials note that he has extensive lived experience with disabilities and the agencies that serve this population.  Mr. Morris reports that he was disabled at birth with dysgraphia with ADHD and has been a longtime advocate for people with disabilities in the following areas: education; employment; community participation; and, Inclusion. He states that his “goal is to leave this disabilities community more independent in the city the when I found it.” Mr. Morris has an electrical engineer degree from the University of Alabama in Huntsville, along with an MBA from the University of Phoenix and is working on his Doctorate. Mr. Morris serves on the Seattle Commission for People with Disabilities, the Ballard Nickelsville Community Advisory Committee, Washington State Disability Issues Caucus, and has been elected as a precinct committee officer (PCOl of SEA 36-3318 for a local political party).
