PROPOSED ORDINANCE  2006-0142
ON THE MATTER OF AN ORDINANCE ESTABLISHING
MAXIMUM LOAD (WEIGHT) LIMITS FOR A COUNTY
BRIDGE KNOWN AS:

Wagners Bridge (364-B), a King County bridge located over the
 North Fork of the Snoqualmie River on the county maintained North Fork 
Road SE.  Wagners Bridge is the second of three county bridges on
 this road, located approx. 9.6 miles north from of the end of pavement.


NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that the Metropolitan King County Council will hold a

Public hearing in the Council Chambers on the 8th day of May, 2006 at 1:30 p.m.  The purpose of this public hearing is to consider Proposed Ordinance 2006-0142 relating to the establishment of weight limits for Wagners Bridge.

The current vehicular load (weight) limits for Wagners Bridge, as established by the County Road Engineer on March 15, 2005, are being considered by the Council for adoption and inclusion in King County Code, as required by county and state regulations.  King County Code 14.16 details the restrictions and enforcement of load limited bridges in unincorporated King County.  Wagners Bridge has been continuously posted with these same maximum vehicular load limits since established in 2005.  


Regarding Wagners Bridge, the proposed ordinance reads as follows:

Wagners Bridge 364-B. The use of Wagners Bridge 364-B shall be prohibited to loads in excess of seven tons for three axle vehicles, ten tons for five axle vehicles, and twelve tons for six axle vehicles until further notice.
