SUBJECT
A MOTION confirming the Executive's appointment of Ollie Garrett, who resides in Council District Six, to the King County Civil Rights Commission, serving in an at-large position. 

SUMMARY 

The Executive has appointed Ms. Garrett to a partial term on the King County Civil Rights Commission expiring June 1, 2014. 
Ms. Garrett has been working in the collection industry since 1987 where she started out as a collector for Comp-U-Check, Inc. in Southfield, MI (a national check guarantee company).  Ms. Garrett served in various capacities and became Vice President of Financial Recovery, responsible for a $550M portfolio of retail and commercial collection.  She established PMT Solutions, a full service collection company based in Bellevue, WA in November 2006 to realize her dream of developing a successful business enterprise based on her years of exemplary experience as a national industry executive.  She served as member to the Bellevue Chamber of Commerce; the Seattle Chamber of Commerce; the American Collectors Association; the Washington Collectors Association; the NAACP.  She also is the recipient of the 2012 Woman of the Year Award from Bellevue Business Professional Women. She also advocates for the small business in the community. 
BACKGROUND
The King County Civil Rights Commission is composed of twelve members, one from each council district nominated by the councilmember and three at-large members nominated by the executive.

The Commission is charged to serve in an advisory capacity to the county executive and the council on matters concerning affirmative action, disability access, equal employment opportunity, contract compliance, fair housing, minority/woman business and public accommodations to ensure the consistent application of all county ordinances, rules and regulations concerning these programs.
