SUBJECT:
1st Quarter Operating Omnibus ordinance making supplemental appropriations and technical corrections to operating budgets in the 2004 adopted budget. 
BFM COMMITTEE ACTION

The Budget and Fiscal Management (BFM) Committee adopted a striking amendment and a title amendment which increased the Executive’s proposed appropriation by $533,125 – all non-Current Expense (CX) revenues. Table 1 at the bottom of page 1 summarizes the changes in the substitute ordinance. All the changes consist of technical corrections to the Executive’s transmittal and are explained on page 2 of the staff report.

SUMMARY: 
The BFM Committee reviewed this ordinance extensively at the March 24, 2004 meeting. As transmitted, this ordinance authorizes additional appropriations totaling $1.7 million and 8.33 FTEs (full-time equivalents) to CX (Current Expense) and non-CX agencies. The staff report itemizing the Executive’s proposed changes by agency is attached to this staff report (Attachment 5). 

The striking amendment (Attachment 1) incorporates several technical corrections to the Executive’s proposed ordinance. Table 1 below shows a summary listing of the changes proposed in the striking amendment by agency and dollar amount. The staff report provides additional detail on the changes proposed in the striking amendment.

TECHNICAL CHANGES IN THE SUBSTITUTE ORDINANCE
$0 Adult and Juvenile Detention

The Executive is requesting a delay in the transmittal date, from April 1, 2004 to June 1, 2004, for the department’s final report of the operational master plan for King County secure detention and plan for implementing the consultant’s recommendations. This proviso, adopted in the 2004 budget, encumbered $100,000 in the department’s budget until the report is transmitted to the Council and approved by motion.

($125,000) Council Auditor

$125,000 Council Administration

The striking amendment moves $125,000 appropriated in the 2004 Council Auditor’s budget to Council Administration where it is more appropriately budgeted. The striking amendment also moves the expenditure restriction to Council Administration and broadens the language so that the $50,000 may be used to assist communities throughout Council District 9 on annexation and/or incorporation studies. 
$535,000 Cultural Development Authority

This appropriation effectuates the transfer of funds to the King County Cultural Development Authority (CDA); this transfer was inadvertently omitted from the budget and omnibus ordinances. These funds are earmarked for public art projects at Harborview Medical Center, and therefore, should be transferred to the CDA which is now responsible for administering the county’s Public Art Program. Harborview Medical Center is scheduled to undergo over $292 million in seismic stabilization and new facility construction. Approximately $2 million is budgeted for public art at Harborview. A total of $500,000 was appropriated in the 2004 CIP budget and an additional $35,000 is proposed in the 1st Quarter CIP Omnibus ordinance for a total appropriation to the CDA of $535,000. 
$0 Community Services Division
The striking amendment makes several technical changes to the Community Services Division budget including: correcting the dollar amount allocated to community and human service organizations; deleting an incorrect reference to the sales tax reserve contingency and clarifying the use of grant funds allocated to the Cannon House Assisted Living facility.
($1,875) Noxious Weed Control Program
The striking amendment reduces the Executive’s proposed $15,000 supplemental appropriation by $1,875 to reflect only the amount of the $13,125 state grant awarded to the program. The $1,875 in local matching funds will be provided within the program’s 2004 budget.
