SUBJECT

Proposed Motion 2020-0030 would confirm the Executive’s appointment of Mike Murphy, who resides in Council District 7, to the King County Parks Levy Oversight Board, as a District 7 representative, for a term to expire on December 31, 2020.

BACKGROUND

Parks levy oversight committees were established to monitor the expenditures of the proceeds from the 2004-2007, 2008-2013, and 2014-2019 parks levies. The board is to consist of nine members, one from each Council district. Members of the board are required to be residents of King County who were “not elected or appointed officials of any unit of government, except that individuals serving in a civic capacity on a local board or commission would be eligible to serve.”

The board is charged with reviewing the allocation of levy proceeds and progress on achieving the purposes of the voter-approved proposition. The board is to conduct its review for the final year of the 2014-2019 Parks Levy by December 31, 2020, at which point the board will expire.

APPOINTEE INFORMATION

Mike Murphy is a Product Manager for Huttig Building Products. He both lives and works in District 7. Mr. Murphy is a regular user of King County Parks, especially aquatic facilities.

ANALYSIS

Staff has not identified any issues with the proposed appointment. It appears to be consistent with the requirements of Ordinance 18890.
