B.  HISTORY
R.C.W. 36.87 establishes the right of property owners to petition a County Legislative body for the vacation of road rights-of-way.  K.C.C. 14.40 establishes King County policies and procedures for accomplishing same.

The Petition was filed on August 31st, 2000 with the Clerk of the King County Council.  The Department of Transportation, Roads Division circulated the request for vacation, soliciting comments from the agencies listed below.  The petition requested vacation of portions of 194th Avenue Northeast.

A search of records by staff of the Department of Transportation found that King County acquired the subject right-of-way by the recording of the Cottage Lake Ranchettes Addition Plat   There is no evidence that the right-of-way was opened for public use or maintained by the County.  Therefore we consider that no public funds have been expended in the acquisition or maintenance of the right-of-way.

In accordance with King County Code 14.40.020 and Ordinance 9164 the compensation for "C Class" right-of-way is 50 percent of the assessed valuation.  The compensation fee is calculated to be $9277.00 based on an total area of 9277 square feet (See Exhibit #11).  The petitioner has transmitted the necessary fees to King County.

Notice of this hearing was posted at the termini of the proposed vacation area and published in accordance with requirements of RCW 36.87.060.

E.  ISSUES:
A record of survey was provided by the petitioners showing the existing r.o.w., the proposed vacation, and the location of the existing gravel road.  The map is attached.

An access easement was recorded under recording number 20020305001286 granting the east 10 feet of the proposed vacation area to the Northshore School District No. 417 in order to allow access for pedestrians, and emergency and service vehicles from NE 159th Street to Cottage Lake Elementary School.  This satisfies the requirements of KC DDES and KC Roads Maintenance.
