Proposed Substitute Ordinance 2006-0405

NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that the Metropolitan King County Council will hold a public hearing in the Council Chambers on the 10th Floor of the King County Courthouse (516 Third Avenue, Seattle Washington) on Monday the 7th day of May 2007 at 1:30 PM.  The purpose of this public hearing is to consider adoption of Proposed Substitute Ordinance 2006-0405, which adopts the 2007 update of the King County Road Design and Construction Standards.  

SUMMARY

Proposed Substitute Ordinance 2006-0405 adopts the 2007 update to the King County Road Design and Construction Standards, replacing the 1993 Standards.  These Standards serve primarily to set forth specific, consistent and acceptable road design and construction standards for developers and other private parties constructing or modifying road or right-of-way facilities that require County licenses or permits, and to establish uniform criteria for new or reconstructed County roads.

The 2007 update makes a number of changes to the Road standards, including but not limited to:
· Reduces roadway widths for rural subcollector and minor access roadways;

· Reduces stopping sight distance and entering sight distance consistent with 2001 policy direction by the American Association of State Highway and Transportation Officials;
· Modifies sidewalk requirements on urban minor access streets greater than 150 feet long;
· Implements federal Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA) accessibility guidelines for curb ramps;

· Establishes new Street Tree and Landscaping guidelines to reduce root damage and protect clear lines of sight; and

· Strengthens public safety requirements and incorporates current practices for utility locations in the right-of-way.
