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SUBJECT

A motion confirming William Wellington, who resides in Council District Eight, to the Fauntleroy Ferry Advisory Committee.

SUMMARY

The proposed motion would confirm the Executive’s appointment of William Wellington to the Fauntleroy Ferry Advisory Committee for a four year term expiring August 31, 2022. Mr. Wellington resides in Council District Eight and is a frequent ferry user who lives in close proximity to a Washington State Ferry terminal. His appointment fulfills the requirements for the Fauntleroy Ferry Advisory Committee membership.

BACKGROUND 

Ferry Advisory Committees. Ferry Advisory Committees were established by RCW 47.60.310 in order to provide local representation for the Washington Station Department of Transportation in, “soliciting and obtaining expressions from local community groups in order to be properly informed as to problems being experienced within the area served by the Washington state ferries.”  

For Fauntleroy, the Ferry Advisory Committee is to consist of three members. At least one of these members must represent an established ferry user group or frequent users of the ferry system. Each member is required to live in the vicinity of the ferry terminal.[footnoteRef:1] Not more than two members of the committee may be from the same political party at the time of their appointment.[footnoteRef:2] The relevant county legislative authority, in this case, the King County Council, is responsible for appointing members.[footnoteRef:3] [1:  RCW 47.60.310 (2)]  [2:  RCW 47.60.310 (4)]  [3:  RCW 47.60.310 (2)] 


William Wellington. Proposed Motion 2018-0529 would appoint Mr. Wellington to the Fauntleroy Ferry Advisory Committee for four-year term that would expire on August 31, 2022. This would be his first term on the committee. Mr. Wellington lives on Fauntleroy Way, in close proximity the ferry terminal, and is a frequent ferry user. He is a Systems Integrator. Mr. Wellington believes that his “proximity to the WSF facility at Fauntleroy provides [him] with a unique perspective on ferry related traffic, noise and other neighborhood issues.” He also notes that, “I am a systems integrator by trade which affords me the ability to study a situation and provide recommendations on how and where there may be room for streamlining and other efficiencies.”

ANALYSIS

Mr. Wellington’s appointment is consistent with the requirements for appointments to the Fauntleroy Ferry Advisory Committee.
