Dear Councilmember Sullivan:

Enclosed for consideration and approval by the King County Council is an ordinance increasing the 911 excise tax rate on wireline and wireless phones to the maximum amount authorized by state law.  The wireline 911 tax will increase from $0.35 to $0.50 per month, and the wireless 911 tax will increase from $0.25 to $0.50 per month.  This will provide the funding necessary to implement Enhanced 911 service for wireless phone users, as well as ensure stable funding for the Enhanced 911 system in the future.
