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SUBJECT
Green Agenda Accomplishments
SUMMARY
This briefing will summarize the legislation directed at fulfilling the Council's priority regarding a "green agenda."   
BACKGROUND  
On April 19, 2010, the Council adopted Proposed Motion 2010-0155 (Enactment #13202).  In that Motion the Council outlined its priorities for 2010.  "Environmental Sustainability" was one of the priorities, with the goal of safeguarding and enhancing the County's natural resources and environment.  
As set forth in that motion: 

"A healthy natural environment is key to maintaining and enhancing the quality of life for all county residents.  Environmental stewardship strengthens rural and urban communities by providing open space, parks and trails; protecting the region’s water, air, land and natural habitats; reducing the production of green house gasses; and reducing, safely disposing of and creating resources from wastewater and solid waste."
To measure the achievement of the goal, the Council also adopted milestones for each priority.  Council Action 5.01 set forth one of the milestones for implementing the priority and achieving the goal:

"Establish a King County Green Agenda addressing County operations, open space and parks, air and water quality, alternative energy and energy efficiency, job creation, building practices, and transportation options in order to improve the region’s environment and the quality of life for King County residents."  
Throughout the year, the Environment and Transportation Committee took up legislation and issues aimed at fulfilling the priority and meeting the goal.
