Once available and no later than 2027, Best Starts will report on the results of these long-term analyses."

On page 82, after line 4, insert:
"Additionally, to the extent possible, Best Starts' population analyses and related reporting will examine data from areas within or outside of the county, or both, where comparable levy-funded grants, programs and services have not been made to help understand the magnitude of impact of Best Starts' investments on population-level indicators, including whether there is a statistically significant difference in trends."

On page 82, after line 28, insert:

Feedback received will be included in the annual reporting for the levy, beginning with the annual report for calendar year 2022."

On page 83, at the beginning of line 27, insert "The county will contract with a third-party, independent organization or organizations to assess selected levy investments and their effectiveness in achieving stated goals and intended outcomes."

On page 83, line 39, after "data." insert "Annual reporting for the levy will include the evaluation findings, including when appropriate an assessment of the program's effectiveness in achieving stated goals and intended outcomes."

"Annual reporting for the levy will also describe any changes made to strategy-level investments during the reporting period in order to best utilize levy resources, as well as indicate whether strategy-level investments are expected to change for the subsequent reporting period or remain the same."

· Require population data analyses, to the extent possible, to examine whether levy investments have a direct or causal impact on population-level indicators.

· Require feedback from levy grantees and service providers regarding services delivery and outcome improvements to be solicited and included in the annual reporting for the levy.

· Require the county to contract with a third-party, independent organization or organizations to assess selected levy investments (those selected for in-depth evaluation) and their effectiveness in achieving stated goals and intended outcomes.

· Require annual reports to describe any changes made to levy strategies during the reporting period in order to best utilize levy resources, as well as indicate whether strategy-level investments are expected to change for the subsequent reporting period or remain the same.
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
