SUBJECT

[bookmark: _GoBack]Proposed Motion 2015-0035 would approve the extension of the executive’s appointment of Patricia Hayes as Acting Director of Public Health – Seattle & King County for a succeeding sixty-day period ending on March 9, 2015.

BACKGROUND

The executive appointed Ms. Patricia Hayes, RN, MN, to serve as the Acting Director of Public Health – Seattle & King County (Public Health) on August 11, 2014. The executive consulted with City of Seattle Mayor Ed Murray in making the appointment, as the Public Health director is jointly appointed by the Mayor and the Executive subject to confirmation of both city and county councils. 

Prior to her appointment as the Acting Director of Public Health, Ms. Hayes served as the director of the department’s Community Health Services Division. Ms. Hayes oversaw the development of services for low-income and homeless individuals and families in King County, including the Women, Infant and Children (WIC) program, Maternal Child Health services, school-based health centers, Healthcare for the Homeless, and primary and dental care services in the county’s public health centers. 

Ms. Hayes has over 25 years of experience in public health and policy development. Previously, Ms. Hayes served as Executive Director of WithinReach, a statewide non-profit that connects families to food and health resources, and as Assistant Secretary of Health for Community and Family Health and Director of Legislative, Policy and Constituent Relations for the Washington Department of Health. Ms. Hayes has a nursing degree and a Master of Nursing degree from the University of Washington School of Nursing.

According to the executive’s transmittal letter, the County’s and City’s human resources directors plan to conduct extensive outreach and to involve community partners, as well as county and city officials, in seeking a permanent director.
