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SUBJECT

A briefing on the County’s Emergency Management Advisory Committee 2017 work program.

SUMMARY

The chair and vice-chair of the county’s Emergency Management Advisory Committee, along with Office of Emergency Management staff, will present the work of the committee to date for 2017 and discuss plans through the end of the year.  

BACKGROUND

The Emergency Management Advisory Committee (EMAC) was originally formed in 1993 and was established by ordinance in 1999. EMAC acts in an advisory capacity to the County Executive, Council and Office of Emergency Management on emergency management matters and facilitates the coordination of regional emergency planning in King County. Members are appointed by the Executive, subject to Council confirmation.

EMAC members serve a three-year term and represent a cross-section of public and private sector partners with critical emergency management interests in King County, including cities, tribes, utilities, health and emergency services, and public safety.  Members elect a committee chair to a one year term by majority vote. Pursuant to county code, the scope and charge of the EMAC is to:

· Advise King County on emergency management issues and facilitate coordination of regional emergency planning in King County;
· Assist King County in the development of programs and policies concerning emergency management; and
· Review and comment on proposed emergency management rules, policies or ordinances before the adoption of the rules, policies or ordinances.

The committee is composed of members who represent the emergency management interests listed on the following table, with each interest having one member (except for the Sound Cities Association, which may have three members):
