SUBJECT:  A MOTION adopting the King County Child Care Wage Incentive Pilot proposed budget, standards and administrative guidelines.

SUMMARY:  The proposal for implementing the King County Child Care Wage Incentive Pilot was originally presented at the February 17, 2000 meeting of the Law Justice and Human Services Committee.  The Community Services Division developed the proposal in response to the requirements of Ordinance 13591.  It was originally submitted with a budget of $143,001 for wage subsidies and $54,868 for administration for the first year of the project.  

The Community Services Division subsequently proposed a revised budget reducing administration and increasing subsidies to $174,334 in the first year and slightly higher levels each year thereafter for the five-year pilot period. The division also proposed to expand the target area from just South King County to South King County and rural East King County.  In addition, the proposed budget includes $50,000 of one-time funding from the Children and Family Commission for evaluation of the project.  The division indicated it planned to use these funds to obtain the services of a university-based research group.  There was some discussion about other, less costly evaluation approaches.  

At the direction of the chair, a striking amendment has been prepared to adopt the proposal with the following changes:

· Revision to the original budget to incorporate the reduction in administrative costs and increase in wage subsidies proposed by the Community Services Division as well as to reduce the amount for evaluation from $50,000 to $30,000 and apply the difference to the wage subsidies.   

· Expansion of the target area to include rural East King County as well as South King County.

· Addition of a provision giving priority in selection to those providers meeting the eligibility requirements at the time of application over those providers proposing to meet the requirements once they are selected.
