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STAFF REPORT

SUBJECT:  A MOTION adopting the minutes of the 2002 Labor Summit between King County elected officials and local labor leadership.
SUMMARY:

Ordinance # 13000, adopted by the Council in February 1998, established a process for having annual meetings—commonly known as the King County Labor Summit—between the County’s elected leadership and the leadership of the local labor community.  
The stated intent of the annual Labor Summit in Ordinance # 13000 is to:  
“increase communication between King County elected officials and the leadership and membership of local labor organizations and of all the county’s collective bargaining units, to identify issues and problems of mutual concern, to identify solutions to problems affecting the memberships of the county’s collective bargaining units, to delineate ways in which the county’s elected officials may more closely and effectively work with the County’s collective bargaining units and local labor organizations to attain mutual goals and to foster a spirit of cooperation in working to serve the public.”
Ordinance # 13000 also calls for the council to adopt the minutes of each Labor Summit meeting.  
The minutes of the 2002 Labor Summit, held on May 20, 2002 in the Labor Temple in Seattle, are included as Attachment A to Proposed Motion 2002-0503.  Council staff has contacted the speakers from the labor community to verify the accuracy of the transcriptions of their remarks.
