Dear Councilmember Sullivan:

The enclosed ordinance, if approved, will appropriate $27,115 to Superior Court (Current Expense), and disappropriate $27,115 from the Salary and Wage Contingency Fund (Current Expense) for the 2003 budget.  This supplemental will implement the collective bargaining unit agreement between King County and employees (court reporters - Superior Court) represented by the International Federation of Professional & Technical Engineers, Local 17. 

The 2003 one-year contract assumes a 2.0% COLA (retroactive to 1/1/03), as well as placement on the squared table for salaries (retroactive to 7/24/03) for a total 2003 fiscal impact of $75,508.  The required supplemental appropriation is less because it does not include the COLA amount since a 2.0% COLA for court reporters was already budgeted in the 2003 Superior Court Current Expense (CX) budget as a reserve.  Thus, the supplemental appropriation for Superior Court (CX) only represents the increased appropriation authority required for the salary increases resulting from placement on the squared table.  The revenue source for this supplemental appropriation is the Salary and Wage Contingency (CX) fund.     

The settlement reached is a product of good faith bargaining between King County and the union.  The agreement compares favorably with other settlements and is within our capacity to finance.
