Summary
Proposed Ordinance 2005-0130 would authorize the Executive to enter into an Interlocal Agreement (ILA) with the City of Issaquah to administer the existing Lakeside grading permit and associated periodic review on behalf of the City of Issaquah.  This agreement would have a 5-year duration, and would replace an existing ILA with the City of Issaquah that expired on February 28, 2005  

Background

The City of Issaquah annexed land including the Lakeside Gravel Mine on February 28, 2000 as part of the North Issaquah Annexation. The city requested that King County Department of Development and Environmental Services (DDES) continue to administer the Lakeside grading permit and associated periodic review on the city’s behalf.  King County and the city entered into the original agreement in February of 2000.

Agreement Provisions

In general, county actions specified in the agreement are intended to be of an “administrative and ministerial nature” only. Legislative, quasi-judicial, and discretionary decisions continue to be made by the city and/or its designated decisionmaker. 
Administration of the permit is carried out according to the applicable rules and regulations adopted by the city or to the rules and regulations under which the permit is otherwise vested. 
County and City Roles

The county’s role is focused on monitoring for compliance with permit conditions, conducting inspections, issuing correction notices, and reviewing and approving minor field changes to issued permits.  The county is also responsible for conducting a periodic review of the permit. 

The city is responsible for formal code enforcement, though it can request technical assistance from the county in writing. The city is also responsible for processing, maintaining, and releasing all financial guarantees related to the permit. With respect to periodic reviews of the permit, the city will issue the periodic review report and determination of whether to modify, add, or subtract and permit conditions. Any appeals of this administrative decision will be heard by the Issaquah Hearing Examiner. With regard to State Environmental Policy Act (SEPA) compliance, the city will serve as lead agency. 

Reimbursement for County Services

Fees for services shall be paid by the applicant directly to the city.  The city shall pay the county according to county fee schedules as specified in King County Code Title 27.  The city shall reimburse the county for the cost of providing technical assistance and training at the hourly rate set forth in K.C.C. 27.01.190 (currently $144.90/hour). 
Legal Services

The services provided by the county pursuant to the ILA do not include legal services. 

Duration of Agreement

The agreement becomes effective on the date last signed by the parties, and will renew automatically from year to year for a period of five years.
