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SUBJECT:  An ordinance approving the revision of the corporate boundary of the city of Covington to include segments of 180th Avenue SE and SE 240th Street that are county roads, as provided for in RCW 35A.21.210.
SUMMARY:  Proposed Ordinance 2004-0067 (packet, Attachment 1) approves a revision to the city of Covington’s corporate boundary to include 180th Avenue SE from 252nd Street to SE 240th Street, and SE 240th Street from 180th Avenue SE to 196th Avenue SE.   These streets are in unincorporated King County adjacent to the city.  Attachment 1 includes a legal description of the streets.

BACKGROUND:  RCW 35A.21.210 authorizes code cities to revise boundaries to fully include or exclude roads within their boundaries.  Such changes take effect after they have been approved by the city council and the county legislative body.

The Covington City Council has approved this boundary change.  Reasons for the change, as cited in city ordinance 78-03, are to:

· Provide additional right of way for development occurring on the south side of SE 240th Street and the east side of 180th Ave SE; and

· Simplify jurisdictional issues and ongoing maintenance of SE 240th St and 180th Ave SE.

The County Road Services Division supports the boundary change.  No further issues have been identified.
