SUBJECT:  
An ordinance relating to the transfer of Forward Thrust pools to the Northwest Center. 
BACKGROUND:

Proposed Ordinance 2002-0596 authorizes the property transfer of six pools (Mercer Island, Northshore, Redmond, Auburn, Kenneth Jones and Mount Rainier) to the Northwest Center, a non-profit organization. 
At the time the ordinance and the transfer agreement were transmitted by the Executive to the Council, negotiations between the county and the Northwest Center were still on-going.  The ordinance was transmitted in time to meet statutory public notice requirements and meet the Council’s scheduling requirements, and before negotiations concluded with Northwest Center.  

The Property Transfer Agreement transmitted with the ordinance is a summary of the terms and conditions of the agreement dated November 27, 2002. An agreement has now been reached whereby the county will transfer two pools (Mercer Island and Northshore) to the Northwest Center. A final version of the agreement will be provided at the NRPOS meeting on December 12th. 
The Parks Division has provided highlights of the terms and conditions of the transfer agreement between King County and the Northwest Center as follows: 


· Parties to the Agreement: Parties are King County and Northwest Center Recreation, LLC, a non-profit limited liability company, a subsidiary of Northwest Center.
· Conveyance of Title: Title to the Mary Wayte Pool and the Northshore Pool transfers to NWC LLC; contingent upon receipt of documentation of city and school district financial support and school district lease assignments by January 2, 2003.

· Operations: Pools must continue to be operated as public pools with business hours comparable to those of other public pools in King County
· Condition of Pools: Pools are transferred on an “as is” basis.
· Covenants: County will not deem NWC LLC in violation of the covenant to continue operating if NWC LLC takes all reasonable steps to ensure continued operation or if a replacement pool is constructed.

· Insurance Requirements: NWC LLC must comply with all applicable laws and regulations and maintain insurance that names the County as an additional insured

· Capital Funding Contribution:  The County will transfer at least a total of $425,000 – but no more than $575,000 – in  capital funds to NWC LLC over two years.  (County determines excess over $425,000 in its sole discretion.)

· Operating Funding Contribution: The County will transfer to NWC LLC $160,648 in “mothball” money for the Mary Wayte Pool ($79,744) and for the Northshore Pool ($80,904).

· Financial Agreement: NWC LLC agrees not to ask the County for additional funds; and NWC pays County to continue to operate pools through January if the documents necessary for title transfer cannot be completed by December 18, 2002. 
AMENDMENTS:

A title amendment and a striking amendment to the ordinance will be distributed at the NRPOS meeting to do the following:

1. Make technical corrections to the ordinance as noted by the Clerk’s office;

2. Delete the original Attachment A (the Summary of Terms and Conditions of Transfer of Certain King County Pools to Northwest Center dated November 27, 2002) which was transmitted by the Executive in draft form as discussed above and insert the final version of the agreement between King County and Northwest Center (to be provided by the Parks Division). 

3. Add as attachments to the ordinance letters from the Northshore School District and the cities of Woodinville, Bothell and Mercer Island to Executive Ron Sims expressing financial support toward the operation of the pools.
SCHEDULE FOR PUBLIC HEARING & EMERGENCY STATUS:

The public hearing for the ordinance is scheduled at the Council meeting on December 16th.  The ordinance contains and emergency clause. The purpose of the emergency clause is to make the ordinance effective upon adoption by the Council. In order for an emergency ordinance to be effective, 9 “yes” votes are required to adopt the ordinance at the Council meeting.
