SUBJECT:

A briefing on the 2003 PSRC Growth Management Policy Board Work Program.

BACKGROUND:

The Puget Sound Regional Council is the regional transportation and growth planning coordinating agency for the central Puget Sound region. The Regional Council serves as a forum for cities, counties, ports, transit agencies, tribes, and the state to work together on important regional issues.

The Regional Council administers the distribution of about $100 million in Federal Highway Administration and Federal Transit Administration funds each year to target to projects that support state and local priorities identified in regional plans.

The Regional Council also develops a comprehensive long range transportation plan (Destination 2030) and prioritizes short-range transportation needs and financial strategies (10-Year Action Strategy). The Council also ensures that state, regional and local transportation plans are consistent, and that transportation and land use plans are coordinated.

Regional Council members include King, Kitsap, Pierce and Snohomish counties, 70 cities, three ports, and two state agencies — the Washington State Department of Transportation and the Transportation Commission. The region’s transit agencies and six associate members also participate in the Regional Council
Growth Management Policy Board

The PSRC’s Growth Management Policy Board includes representatives of the Regional Council's member jurisdictions and regional business, labor, civic and environmental groups. The Board meets monthly to make recommendations on key growth management issues to the Executive Board.
