Dear Councilmember Sullivan

Enclosed for the Council’s review and approval are two pieces of legislation, the Capital Improvement Project Correction Ordinance and an ordinance creating a capital fund within the Office of Information Resource Management.  The legislation, when approved would initiate the following actions:

· Corrections to Adopted Budget 

-  Conservation Futures Fund (3151) Magnolia Dairy Farm Acquisition project  

   (315124):  The Council’s intent to reverse the Executive Proposed cancellation of  

   this project inadvertently resulted in a net $500,000 increase to the existing budget 

   authority.  The correction ordinance removes the duplicative budget authority.

· Assignment of Project Numbers:  The adopted budget included forty-six projects for which a final project number was not available at the time of budget adoption.  The correction ordinance removes the budget authority from the temporary project number and reinstates the budget authority for the project number selected by the fund managers.

- Cross Border Lease Fund (3643):  The Executive Proposed Budget inadvertently excluded the Cross Border Lease fund and project.  The 2002 amount, $12,702,447, and the amounts for subsequent years were fully funded in the Public Transportation Financial Plan.

· Solid Waste Funds:  The budget authority necessary to pay Finance central rate charges was not included in the Executive Proposed Budget.  The aggregate amount for the four funds is $7,424.

· Title III Forestry Fund (3392):  Title III Forestry grant dollars deposited in the Fund 3392 are designated to provide revenue backing for a capital project in the Open Space Non-County Bond Fund and operating costs in the Solid Waste and Water and Land Resources divisions.  The $759,000 amount is allocated to capital and operating in attachment 2 of the proposed correction ordinance.   

· Airport Construction Fund (3380):  The Runway Overlay project (#001294) requires $300,000 of additional budget authority due to costs associated with a weather related project delay. 
· Technology Project Transfer:  The purpose of the ITS Capital Fund is being redefined to exclude information technology development projects.  The primary function of the ITS fund will be restricted to equipment replacement identified in the proposed equipment replacement plan.  At the direction of the technology Project Review Board, six information technology development projects are proposed for transfer from the existing ITS Fund (3781) to the proposed OIRM Fund (3771).  The attachment to the CIP correction ordinance lists the six projects selected for transfer.     
· Creation of the Office of Information Resource Management Capital Fund: Implementation of the proposed technology project transfer described above is contingent upon creation of the Office of Information Resource Management (OIRM) Capital Fund.
