Lease Synopsis:
Public Health and Navos Mental Health Solutions have partnered together to offer integrated health services in the Burien area since 2012. Navos is a Mental Health Services provider who partners with Public Health and other providers to offer integrated health services in their facilities. In order to offer Primary Care services to their clients, Navos developed space in their new facility, which opened in 2013, for Public Health. Public Health also occupied space in their previous facility. Public Health utilizes the space to serve Navos's clients as well as any other adult in the community. When the facility originally opened, Navos received a grant to support the integration of services in their locations and the grant covered the lease cost of Public Health using the space. The grant funding was fully expended in July of 2015 and Navos requested that Public Health begin paying rent for their use of the space.  

Context

Rationale for transaction:	Extend the existing agreement which provides space for Public Health to offer Primary Care services, in an integrated collocated health environment, in the Burien area. Continuing at this location allows Public Health to serve current clients without disruption and also eliminates costs associated with moving. This location has parking and is served by two bus routes, the bus stop is within easy walking distance of the facility. 

The agreement term is sixty months and includes two successive sixty month options and also contains an early termination clause.

Policy considerations:		This lease offers the opportunity for Public Health to offer Primary Care services in a location owned and operated by a community partner, Navos. The goal of Navos and Public Health is to offer collocated health services, in an integrated environment, which results in a one stop location for health services.  

Political considerations:	N/A     

Community considerations or partnerships:	This agreement continues the existing partnership between Public Health and Navos which results in the availability of integrated health services in the Burien community. This partnership offers clients of both organizations a wider spectrum of health services in one location, which minimizes travel, and increases the likelihood of clients obtaining additional services which will improve their health.   

Fiscal considerations:		The fully serviced rental rate of $15.78 sf is a pass through of Navos’ facility costs and is below market rate for this location.  

Other considerations:		N/A

CIP/operational impacts:	This agreement will extend the existing lease.  No capital improvements are required and the facility was designed by Navos to include space for a primary care provider. 

King County Strategic Plan impact:	Leasing of this property furthers the King County Strategic Plan guiding principle of Regional Collaboration and goals of improving the health and well-being of all people in our community and ensuring that County government operates efficiently and effectively and is accountable to the public.

Equity and Social Justice impact:	In accordance with Real Property Asset Management Plan (RAMP) Strategy 2.0 and 24.0, the Facilities Management Division and the Department of Public Health reviewed this legislation for Equity and Social Justice (ESJ) impacts. This location is in the Inglesea neighborhood in the City of Burien and serves the City of Burien, West Seattle and the southwest area of King County. This location has easy access to transit service, as well as service partners in a collocated health facility. This is a continuing location for this program. This program is not expected to negatively impact low income communities, communities or color or limited English proficient communities by continuing at this location.

Lease Alternatives Analysis
Summary: This location was chosen because of the opportunity to offer collocated health services in a location with other community partners. The lease rate is also well below market rate.
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
