SUBJECT:  a motion endorsing the passage of Referendum Bill 51, which will appear on the November 2002 general election ballot.  
BACKGROUND:  The Council’s Committee of the Whole received a briefing on the Statewide Transportation Legislation on April 8, 2002. 

The motion was dually referred to the Transportation Committee and the Committee of the Whole.  At its May 22 meeting, the Transportation Committee amended and approved Proposed Motion 2002-0214 with a “do pass” recommendation.  

HB 2969 places a statewide transportation funding measure on the November 2002 general election ballot.  It calls for increases in the state gas tax, the sales tax on motor vehicles and weight based license fees for trucks.  If the voters approve this tax measure, funds will be allocated to projects according to the provisions of SB 6347.  Together, this legislation will be put on the ballot in the form of Referendum Bill 51.  
If Referendum Bill 51 is approved by the voters, it is projected to raise $7.7 billion over the next 10 years for transportation projects around the state.  It would commit approximately $1.8 billion to ferries, buses, rail, and vanpools and about $5.9 billion to highways and roads.
