The State Division of Alcohol and Substance Abuse (DASA) has increased several allocations:
     $     1,984,794 increased Access to Recovery (ATR) Grant for Yr 2 
     $     65,000 available funding for Children’s Administration Chemical Dependency Professional (CDP) Project Yr 2

     $     79,141 available funding for Washington State Screening, Brief Intervention, Referral and Treatment (WASBIRT)
     $     25,000 CSAT Adolescent Treatment Coordination Grant for Training

     $       5,000 Federal Grant In Aid  funding
The state received a carryover for ATR funds from the federal government.  As a result, King County’s 2006 Allocation increased $1,984,794.  The State also increased funding for the Children’s Administration Chemical Dependency Professional (CDP) Project for year 2 and this $65,000 was not reflected in the 2006 budget submission.  The Washington State Screening, Brief Intervention, Referral and Treatment (WASBIRT) amount also represents carryover funds to year 3 of the grant.  The Center for Substance Abuse Treatment (CSAT) Adolescent Treatment Coordination and Federal Grant In Aid funds are additional DASA funds to supplement training expenditures in partnership with MHCADSD.
MHCADSD is also spending from fund balance:

$  100,000 Transfer from fund balance to Community Corrections to provide reentry case management services for mentally ill offenders exiting the King County Jail (Seattle or Kent Division).
