NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN, that a public hearing will be held before the Metropolitan King County Council, Room 1001, King County Courthouse, Seattle, Washington, on the 18th day of March, 2002, at 1:30 p.m., to consider adoption of the following proposed ordinance:

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COUNCIL OF KING COUNTY:

SECTION 1.  Purpose.  This ordinance is an exercise of the police power of King County for the protection of the public welfare, health, peace and safety of the residents of King County.  The King County council hereby declares that the abandonment of a junk vehicle denies the right of members of the general public to be free from public danger, alarm, disorder, nuisance and fear of damage, either to person or property.


NEW SECTION.  SECTION 2.  There is hereby added to K.C.C. chapter 46.08 a new section to read as follows:


Junk vehicles.  A.  For the purposes of this section, “junk vehicle” means a vehicle meeting at least three of the following requirements:


  1.  The vehicle is left on private property without the permission of the person having right to the possession of the property;


  2.  The vehicle is left on a street, in an alleyway open to the public, or on county or other public property for twenty-four hours or longer;


  3.  The vehicle is extensively damaged, such damage including but not limited to any of the following:  a broken window or windshield; or missing wheels, tires, motor or transmission;


  4.  The vehicle is apparently inoperable;


  5.  The vehicle has a fair market value of five hundred dollars or less; and


  6.  The vehicle is without a current certificate of registration or a current and proper vehicle license.


B.  A junk vehicle is subject to impoundment as provided for in this chapter in addition to any other penalty provided for by law.  The law enforcement officer authorizing the impoundment shall also complete a junk vehicle disposal authorization under RCW 46.55.230.


SECTION 3.  Severability.  If any provision of this ordinance or its application to

any person or circumstance is held invalid, the remainder of the ordinance or the application of the provision to other persons or circumstances is not affected.

*This notice is given in accordance with the provisions of RCW 36.32.120 (7) and provides penalties for the violation of the provisions thereof.
