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Proposed Substitute Motion 2017-0131, confirming the Executive's appointment of Meredith Matthews, who resides in council district two, to the Harborview Medical Center Board of Trustees, passed out of committee on April 18, 2017.  The motion was amended in committee with an Amendment and Title Amendment to correct, in the Proposed Motion, the spelling of the appointee’s name from Matthews to Mathews.
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SUBJECT

A MOTION confirming the Executive’s appointment of Meredith Mathews, who resides in Council district two, to the Harborview Medical Center Board of Trustees, filling a council at-large position.

SUMMARY

The Executive has appointed Meredith Mathews, to a partial term on the King County Harborview Medical Center Board of Trustees, expiring July 31, 2018.

Dr. Meredith Mathews, who is retired, is a senior medical leader with extensive experience in health plan, and medical group management, including the development and implementation of programs in clinical quality, disease management, utilization and case management, credentialing and risk management.  Dr. Mathews received his Bachelor of Science, (zoology), Doctor of Medicine, and Masters of Public Health degrees at the University of Washington.  Dr. Mathews states that he is skilled at creating and executing clinical programs which meet the business needs of organizations.

BACKGROUND 

The Harborview Medical Center Board of Trustees is composed of 13 members: one member from each Council district and four at-large members, who shall be nominated by the King County Council.  Nominees shall be appointed by the King County Executive and confirmed by the King County Council by motion.  The Board, as the representative authority of the County, is entrusted to oversee the provision of health care services to assure that county’s priorities are addressed and high quality health care is made available to County residents.

AMENDMENT

Amendment 1 and a Title Amendment T1 were adopted that would corrected the spelling of the appointee’s last name from Matthews to Mathews. 
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
