	Scope of Work:
	An ordinance revising the King County Concurrency Code 14.70.280 “Exemptions – Monitoring Effect of Exemptions” will change this section of code in two respects:

(1) It will change the basis by which the exemption is measured.  For a nonresidential structure with a nonresidential use the measure will be changed from:

(a) Construction of twelve thousand square feet of gross floor area with associated parking facilities designed for forty automobiles; to

(b) Generation of no more than twelve peak period trips. (14.70.280(A)(7))

(2) It will also add a provision to the Code for the exemption of certain nonresidential development applications from the critical segment standard and allow them to receive a certificate of concurrency through the passage of the Transportation Adequacy Measure (TAM) standard alone.  This exemption would apply only to police stations, fire stations, libraries, and elementary, middle or junior high schools.  In addition, the exemption would apply only to the redevelopment of a site with an existing nonresidential use; and in order to apply for such exemption from the critical segment standard, a school must prepare and implement a transportation demand management plan. (14.70.280(B))

	SEPA Exemption:
	As a non-project action, this ordinance would address issues in the current King County Concurrency Code 14.70 that King County proposes to revise.  King County has determined that this project is categorically exempt from the State Environmental Policy Act (SEPA) under WAC 197-11-800 (15)(h) that provides:

     “(15) Activities of agencies.  The following administrative, fiscal and personnel activities of agencies shall be exempt: . . . (h) All agency organization, reorganization, internal operations, planning or coordination of plans or functions.”  

These revisions to the King County Code are part of the coordination of the County’s Concurrency Plan and will not result in impacts to the environment and are therefore exempt. 
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
