 WHEREAS, the regional policy committee and King County council are 16 

committed to effective and efficient legislative review processes that respect the charter-17 

mandated legislative process for the review of countywide plans and policies, and 18 
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 WHEREAS, the regional policy committee has expressed interest in examining 19 

emergent and enduring issues that are of countywide significance and may be a subject of 20 

the committee’s future policy development efforts; 21 

 NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the King County regional policy 22 

committee: 23 

 The regional policy committee work program for 2022, Attachment A to this 24 

resolution, is hereby approved.  The work program shall remain in effect until it is 25 

superseded by a work program that is adopted by a resolution of the regional policy 26 

committee.
