A RESOLUTION to approve scope of project changes for Health Care for the Homeless Grant.
Purpose

Per resolution number 9-03.2 passed by the King County Board of Health in March 2009, the Board of Health is the formal governance board for the Public Health-Seattle & King County Health Care for the Homeless grant under section 330(h) of the Public Health Services Act.  In this role, the Board of Health is responsible for reviewing and approving what are known as “Change in Scope of Project” requests and documenting these approvals in the Board minutes.  

Summary

The Scope of Project is a document on file with the federal grantor, the Health Resources and Services Administration (HRSA) of the U.S. Department of Health and Human Services, that identifies which sites and services in Public Health – Seattle & King County (PHSKC) are included within the “health center program” and thus are eligible for the benefits of being a federal health center.  When a substantive program change occurs, such as the opening, closing, or relocation of a clinic site, a formal request must be submitted to HRSA requesting their recognition and approval of the change as it pertains to the definition of the Scope of Project.  Adding or deleting a major service also triggers a scope change request.

Two changes have been identified by Public Health - Seattle & King County Community Health Services division and require Board of Health formal approval for the Health Care for the Homeless Scope of Project to be updated:  

Site opening:  Public Health - Seattle & King County will be opening a primary care clinic at 1010 So 146th Street, Burien, WA, 98168 co-located with NAVOS Mental Health Solutions in February 2012, providing primary medical services, care coordination and case management, referrals, access to pharmaceuticals, and access to interpretation. All of the above services will be provided in an integrated setting within the larger NAVOS behavioral health facility. Later in 2012, both NAVOS adult client services and Public Health's primary care clinic will relocate to a new NAVOS facility to be located at 1210 SW 136th Street, Burien, WA 98166-1214.  Public Health will staff the primary care services and related care coordination/care management functions initially with a physician, nurse and administrative staff, adding a nurse practitioner position as the demand for services is projected to increase by year three. Public Health will be billing for services and expects to be receiving Federally Qualified Health Center reimbursement on eligible visits.

Site Relocation:  White Center Public Health Center, currently located at 10821 8th Ave SW, Seattle, WA  98146-2225, will move to 9930 -8th Avenue SW, Seattle, WA, 98106.  This move enhances an important partnership between Public Health and the King County Housing Authority from which Public Health will be leasing space at the Greenbridge complex. Public Health will be lowering costs of occupancy substantially over the life of the lease, moving into a smaller space specifically designed for efficiency and the team approach to care that Public Health employs. With the exception of the Nurse Family Partnership program and staff, all services and staff now located at White Center Public Health Center will be relocating to the new Greenbridge site. The Nurse Family Partnership program and staff now housed at White Center have recently relocated to Renton and Downtown Public Health Centers. 
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
