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SUBJECT

Proposed Motion 2013-0086 would confirm the Executive’s appointment of Thomas Ikeda to the 4Culture (Cultural Development Authority) Board of Directors.

BACKGROUND

Ordinance 14482 established the Cultural Development Authority ("CDA") of King County, known as 4Culture, to administer the County’s arts and heritage programs funded by hotel-motel tax revenues and the Public Art ("1% for Art") Program.  Ordinance 14482 establishes a 15-member Board of Directors to govern the CDA.  Members are nominated by the Executive and confirmed by the Council.

4Culture Board Candidate
Proposed Motion 2013-0086, Thomas Ikeda:  Mr. Ikeda lives in Seattle ((District 2).  He is the founding Executive Director of Densho: the Japanese American Legacy Project.  Started in 1996, this Project, using the Japanese American history, develops educational strategies for critical thinking and ethical and compassionate action.  Prior to instituting this Project, Mr. Ikeda held positions with Microsoft: first as a consultant developing strategies for the CD-ROM usage; and then as the manager of the company's Multimedia Publishing Group charged with development Microsoft's CD-ROM based reference materials, including a concise encyclopedia, atlas, dictionary, thesaurus, almanac and book of quotes.  Prior to working for Microsoft, he worked as a financial analyst at Weyerhaeuser and as a research engineer at Cordis Dow. 
Mr. Ikeda's educational background is in chemistry and chemical engineering.  He received bachelor degrees in both of these disciplines from the University of Washington, as well as an MBA from the University of Washington.  

His community involvement is extensive.  Prior to this appointment to the 4Culture Board, Mr. Ikeda served on its Heritage Advisory Committee for five years.  Currently, Mr. Ikeda is board member of the US Japan Council and the Japanese American National Museum.  He also serves on the advisory boards the Museum of History and Industry.  Mr. Ikeda is also on the board for the Japanese American Chamber of Commerce.
