SUBJECT
Proposed Motion 2013-0462 would confirm the appointment of Florangela Davila to the King County Civic Television Citizens’ Advisory Committee for a term expiring September 30, 2017. Ms. Davila resides in Council district two.

BACKGROUND
The Council established the Civic Television Citizens Advisory Committee in 2003 (Ordinance 14824). The committee develops policies and procedures and oversees the operation of the King County government access channel C-TV.
The committee comprises of four citizen members, appointed by the Executive and confirmed by the Council, for terms not to exceed four years. Each member represents a different sector of the communications industry with the following background:
1. A representative from a local television station or local network affiliate, or a person with significant experience in or knowledge of the broadcast media;
2. A representative from a local public relations firm or a professional working in the public relations field for a local corporation;
3. A representative:
a. from a company that publishes a significant amount of news or other content via the Internet;
b. with significant experience in dissemination of information via the Internet; or

c. with expertise in delivering information via streaming video or other emerging technologies; and
4. A representative from a local newspaper source or a person with significant experience in or knowledge of newspapers.

DISCUSSION
In 1989, Ms. Florangela Davila earned a Bachelor of Arts in Political Science and French from the University of California at Berkeley. She then went on to get her Masters of Science in Journalism at Columbia University in 1992.  

Over the last 20 years, Ms. Davila has worked in the communications/journalism field. Ms. Davila was a reporter for The Alameda Times-Star, a daily newspaper based in California’s East Bay. She worked as a staff writer for the Seattle Times and currently is freelance reporter for the Pacific Lutheran University’s news and jazz station, KPLU-FM. Ms. Davila also shares her time with the University of Washington as a part-time lecturer for the Department of Communications.
Ms. Davila’s career demonstrates passion and commitment to Communications and Journalism fields. With her experience social media and blogging for KPLU, Ms. Davila is an ideal candidate to represent the online/internet section of the communications industry on the Civic Television Citizens Advisory Committee.  
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
