SUBJECT
A Motion relating to public transportation, accepting the SR 520 Eastside Transit and HOV Project:  Community Outreach report.
SUMMARY
Proposed Motion 2014-0364 accepts a report by the King County Transit Division titled SR 520 Eastside Transit and HOV Project:  Community Outreach.  The Report describes how Transit Division staff worked with WSDOT staff on project design and communications with the community in the vicinity of SR 520.
BACKGROUND
The SR 520 Eastside Transit and HOV Project is WSDOT’s design-build project for the SR 520 improvements on the Eastside, from the east edge of Lake Washington to SR 202.  It is one element of a larger project to replace the Evergreen Point floating bridge and improve the entire SR 520 corridor, including some unfunded components.

The Eastside Project has always included a plan to replace roadside transit stops on either side of SR 520 at Evergreen Point Road and 92nd Avenue N.E.  The Transit Division has participated in project planning.  Ordinance 16893, approving a project services agreement between King County and WSDOT relating to transit station design, required this report:

SECTION 2:  Before approving an agreement that provides for King County’s maintenance and operations of transit facilities within the SR-520 right-of-way at Evergreen Point and 92nd Avenue Northeast, the executive shall submit a report to the county council for acceptance by motion on the agreement and on the county’s communication with the cities of Clyde Hill and Medina and the towns of Hunts Point and Yarrow Point concerning the design, maintenance and operation, and naming of the transit facilities. 

The Report documents Transit Division staff participation in the project team.  A key accomplishment was to ensure that the new transit stop at 92nd Avenue N.E. is named the “Clyde Hill/Yarrow Point Transit Station.”
Note that Proposed Ordinance 2014-0363, approving an air lease agreement between the County and WSDOT for the transit stations, is pending in the Budget and Fiscal Management Committee.  This is the maintenance and operations agreement referred to in Section 2 of Ordinance 16893.
