SUBJECT

Confirming an appointment to the Board of Commissioners of King County Drainage District No. 6.
SUMMARY
Proposed motion 2014-0381 would appoint Theodore Gaff to fill a vacancy on King County Drainage District No. 6 governing board.
BACKGROUND
King County Drainage District No. 6 – Special drainage districts are authorized by RCW 85.38.  The King County Drainage District No. 6 is authorized to engage in flood and drainage control activities. 
Drainage District #6 of King County encompasses property in South King County in King County Council District 9, and is generally bounded by Enumclaw-Buckley Road SE, SE Mud Mountain Road, SE 480th Street, 288th Avenue SE, SE 472nd Street, 286th Avenue SE, SE 464th Street, 284th Avenue SE, SE 456th Street, 280th Avenue SE, SE 451st Street, Blake Street in Enumclaw and Roosevelt Avenue East in Enumclaw.

Appointee – Mr. Naff is a resident in council district nine. 
ANALYSIS
RCW 85.38.070 requires the drainage district to have a governing board of three members.  When a vacancy occurs on the board, RCW 85.38.070(5) requires the County Council to appoint a replacement to hold the position until "a person is elected, at the next special district general election occurring sixty or more days after the vacancy has occurred, to serve the remainder of the unexpired term."

Elected or appointment commissioners must be a "qualified voter of the special district" as defined by RCW 85.38.010(3) 
.

The appointed commissioner will serve until a successor is elected at the next district general election on February 2, 2016, and qualified.
Mr. Theodore Naff has agreed to fill the position and has been recommended by the Board of Commissioners of Drainage District No. 6 to fill the vacancy.  Mr. Naff is a registered voter and owns property within the district boundaries, meeting the necessary qualifications for appointment.

� A qualified voter of the special district is defined as: (a) A natural person who is a voter under general state election laws, registered to vote in the state of Washington for a period of not less than thirty days before the election, and the owner of land located in the special district for a period of not less than thirty days before the election; (b) a corporation or partnership that has owned land located in the special district for a period of not less than sixty days before the election; or (c) the state, its agencies or political subdivisions that own land in the special district or lands proposed to be annexed into the special district except that the state, its agencies and political subdivisions shall not be eligible to vote to elect a member of the governing board of a special district.
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
