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SUBJECT

[bookmark: _GoBack]Proposed Motion 2014-0371 would confirm the appointment of Virginia Anderson, who lives in Council District 4, as a member of the Washington State Major League Baseball Stadium Public Facilities District. Ms. Anderson would serve a partial term expiring December 1, 2017.

BACKGROUND 

The Washington State Major League Baseball Stadium Public Facilities District (PFD) is a municipal corporation responsible for the siting, design, construction, and operation of Safeco Field. The PFD is governed by a seven-member board. Pursuant to RCW 36.100.020, four members are appointed by the County Executive and confirmed by the Council, and three members are appointed by the Governor.

Legal authority for the PFD was established by both the state and county:

· State authority: On October 14, 1995, the Washington State Legislature in special session authorized the creation of a Public Facilities District upon approval by a county’s legislative authority. (RCW 36.100)

· County authority: On October 23, 1995, the King County Council approved a funding package for a new major league baseball park and the creation of a Public Facilities District coextensive with the county’s boundaries. (KCC 2.38)

DISCUSSION

Virginia Anderson is the Principal and Founder of VLA Consulting, which provides strategic planning and fund development, organizational development, change management, planning and executive coaching. Prior to founding VLA Consulting, Ms. Anderson was a Senior Vice President at Safeco Insurance and President of the Safeco Insurance Foundation. She spent nearly 20 years as the Executive Director of the Seattle Center.
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Ms. Anderson holds degrees from the University of Washington Evans School of Public Affairs and Southern Connecticut State College, as well as an honorary degree from the Cornish College for the Arts. She is Chair of the Board of Trustees of Cornish College of the Arts, a member of the board of Standard Insurance Company & Stancorp Financial Group, a member of the Western Washington University Foundation Board, and a member of the Visiting Committee of the University of Washington Evans School of Public Affairs.
