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SUBJECT

RESOLUTION amending the interlocal agreement between King County and the King County Flood Control District to extend its term through May 31, 2015.

BACKGROUND

In April 2007, the King County Flood Control District was created to provide a comprehensive and countywide approach to flood protection. The District is authorized to adopt a property tax levy in order to implement an adopted annual budget with both capital projects and work programs for enhanced flood protection. 
This resolution authorizes signature to the Sixth Amendment to the most recent 2009 interlocal agreement between the King County Flood Control District and King County regarding flood protection services.  

SUMMARY 

The proposed extension would maintain the current interlocal agreement for an additional period of two months. The District and King County are working on a new interlocal agreement, and expect to conclude that new agreement in the second quarter of 2015.
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
