Dear Councilmember Phillips,
This letter transmits an ordinance that will enable King County to be more responsive and timely in implementing the direction of the King County Flood Control Zone District (District) by exempting transfer of real property purchased with District funding from the King County surplusing requirements when the District determines that such transfer is necessary.
The interlocal agreement between King County and the District states that real property interests acquired in the name of King County with District funds will later be transferred to the District. However, King County Code Chapter 4.56 requires that any County-owned properties go through a surplusing process. This legislation promotes efficiency and reduces administrative processing steps by exempting real property purchased by King County using District funds from the surplusing requirements when the District determines by Resolution that transfer of District-funded real property is warranted.
This legislation furthers the goals of King County’s Strategic Plan by improving the District’s satisfaction with King County’s customer service, and by improving the effectiveness and efficiency of property management on behalf of the District.
Thank you for your consideration of this ordinance. This important legislation will help the District and King County efficiently manage public property.
