Staff Report on Resolutions
1.  Resolution FCD2016-06: Approving an ILA with the City of Kent related to Milwaukee II Flood Reduction Project

The Executive Committee recommended approval of this resolution at the March 21, 2016 meeting.

The Milwaukee II Levee Flood Reduction Project is a key part of the Green River levee system because it would improve flood and scour protection, enable certification, and provide opportunity for habitat restoration.  The District has included the Project in its CIP and budget, in a total amount of $8,500,000. The City of Kent has agreed to construct the Project, in order to provide for the safety of residents and businesses that are protected by the Levee.
This is the first of what will eventually be two ILA’s for the project.  This ILA is to prepare an analysis and study of design and construction alternatives for the Project, select a preferred alternative for recommendation to the District, and commence necessary property acquisitions. A second ILA will follow regarding final design and construction of the Project. 
Preparation of Study of Alternatives--Selection of Preferred Alternative 

After consultation with the District, the City shall select a consultant to prepare an analysis and study of alternatives for the Project, as described below.  Prior to entering into an agreement with the consultant, the City shall provide the proposed agreement to the District, including the scope of work.  

Prior to commencement of the Study, the City shall provide to the District a schedule for preparation and completion of the Study.  The Study shall include, but not be limited to, the following:

· A charter (project goals, objectives and process) for the Project substantially similar to the charter provided for in the King County Water and Land Resources Division Project Management Manual.

· An analysis of at least two and perhaps three design and construction alternatives for the Project, which consider flood protection, toe/scour protection and certification, and which include, but not be limited to, alignment and location of any floodwall and a comparison of the cost, benefits and impacts of an earthen levee versus a floodwall. 

· Criteria for analyzing, comparing and ranking each Alternative. 

· A conceptual level cost estimate to relocate South 259th Street landward from the riverbank, and to install salmon habitat structures and features in the Project.

Milwaukee II Levee Property Acquisitions
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2.  Resolution FCD2016-07: Directing King County to transfer to the City of Snoqualmie six parcels within the Snoqualmie River floodplain, subject to deed restrictions
The Executive Committee recommended approval of this resolution at their March 21, 2016 meeting.  Following the January 2009 flood the King County Flood Control District purchased several flood-prone properties from willing sellers in the City of Snoqualmie.  Five of the parcels purchased were the former Riverside Mobile Home Park, which was purchased with FEMA hazard mitigation grant funding following significant damage and life safety concerns during the flood event. Consistent with the ILA in place in 2010, the parcels were purchased in the name of King County and FEMA’s required deed restrictions were attached. FCD funds were used as the local match to the FEMA grant.

 

The FCD also purchased one parcel on Maple Street in the City of Snoqualmie in 2011. This acquisition was originally added to the District’s capital project list at the request of the City of Snoqualmie; the home was a FEMA repetitive loss property with multiple flood insurance claims.

 

The City has expressed an interest in taking on maintenance responsibility for these parcels since 2010. The Mayor provided a letter (April 2015) affirming the City’s intent to maintain the properties consistent with the deed restrictions, and to “maintain use of the properties as open space in perpetuity and preserve natural floodplain values”.
The interests of the FCD can be met through deed restrictions placed on title to the property. Maintenance of the property is more efficiently accomplished by the City of Snoqualmie given the proximity of these parcels to the City’s maintenance shop and other city-owned property.

For the parcels purchased with FEMA funds, FEMA has approved transfer of the parcels from King County to the City of Snoqualmie via a letter dated December 2015.

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3. Resolution FCD2016-08:  Directing King County to convey the River’s Edge Business Park within the City of Kent. 

This business park was purchased by King County on behalf of the Flood District in 2012 related to planning for the Briscoe Desimone Levee Project.  At the request of the City of Kent the property was used during construction as a staging area for the Briscoe Reach floodwall built in 2014.  This resolution is necessary to direct King County to begin the process of selling the property. 
The Executive Committee recommended approval at their March 21, 2016 meeting. After reviewing the recommendation from the Executive Committee, FMD requested the following amendment to clarify the procedures for selling the property.  KCC 4.56.060.E.1.b.(1) requires all sales by the County to be made to the highest responsible bidder at public auction or by sealed bid “unless otherwise directed by the district by resolution.”  The revised resolution provides for this “other direction.”
Further, RCW 86.15.210 authorizes the District to transfer surplus property “by private negotiations.”  Finally, the requirement for the broker to obtain the most favorable offer will satisfy the general fair market value requirement for sales of District property.
