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RCW ch, 64,06, Seller and Buyer acknowledge and agree that Buyer cannor waive its right to
receive the section of the Seller Disclosure Statement entitled "Environnrental" (which is
containcd in Scction 6 of the fonn) if the answer to any of the questions in that section would bc
"yes." Nothing in any Seller Disclosure Statemenl delivered by Seller creates a representalion or
\¡/arranty by Scller, nor does it create any rights or obligations in the Parties except as set forth in
RCìtd ch. 64.ç6. Buyer ís advised to rtse its due diligcnce to inspect the Property as altowed for
by this Agreement, and that Seller may not have knowledge sf defects that careful inspection
might reveal. Buyer specifically acknowledges arrd âgreos that any Sellcr Disclosure Statement
delivered by Seller is not part of this Agreement, and Seller has no drrties to Buyer other than
those set forth in this Agreement.

and agrees that any information provided or to be provided with respect to the Property was

obtained fiom a variety ofsources aud that Seller has not nlade any independent investigation or

verification of such information and makes no representatíons as to thc accuracy or cornpleteness

of such infonnation and rro employee or flgent of Seller is autlrorized otherwise. Buyer further

acknowledges and agrçBs that Ssller is not liable or bound in any manner by any verbal or written
statsments, representations, or infbrmation pertaining to the Property, or tlre operation thereof,

furuistred by any agent, employee, or colrtractor of Sellcr, any real estatc broker, or any other

person,

(c) Buyer approves and accepts the Condition ofthe Property and agrees

From and after ihe Closing Date, Buyer shall
indernnify, defend and hold Seller; ifs officers, agents and employees harmiess fronr and against
any and all losses, liability, claim, agenty order or requirement, damage and exponse relating to
or arising out o{ directly or indirectly, the Property, including without limitation those relating
thc acrual or lhrcatencd release, disposal, deposit, scepage, migration or escaps of Hazardous
Substances at, from, into or undemeath the Property, and thc compliance or nonconlpli¿nce of
the Properry with applicable federal, state, count¡r and local laws and regulations includirrg,
wi thout I inr itation, Environmental Laws and regulations.

3,2.5 InnrmnrncATloN Ttrlr 5I lü¿runn. The indemnification provisions
in Scctions 3.2.4 of this Agreement is specifically and exprcssly intsnded ta constitute a waiver
of the Buyer's irnmunity under Washington's Inclustri¿l Insurance Act, RCW Title 51, as respects
Seller only, and only to the extent neces$ary to provide Seller with a fulì and complele indemnity
of claims nrade by Buyer's employees. The Paúies acknowledgr thåt these provisions were
specifically negotiated and agreed upon by theni.

3.3 T¡r¡.r, Seller shall convey to Buyer the title to the Property by Tax Title Deed in
substantially the lonn attached hereto as ExHlnlr B. [n conveying the Property by Tax Title
Deed, Seller makcs no titlð wananties whatsoever and Buyer takes subject to all easements,
leases, licenses, conditions, encroachments, restrictions, liens, taxes, asse$sments, fees, charges
and other encumbrances (together "Encumbrances") whether such Encumbrances ¿re of record or
not. The Partìes acknowledge and intend that any property intercsts in the Properly in favor of
the County in effect prior to the acquisition of the Property by the County at the tax foreclosure
sale pursuanl to RC'W 84.64.20A did not morge with the County's tax title ou,nership of the
Property and remain in full force and effect.

,q.RTICLE 4.
COUNCTL APPROVAL CONTINGENCY AND CLOSING

4,1 Mgrnopor,rax KrNc Cou¡ìrv Couwcn AppRovAL CoNTINcENcy. Seller's
performance under this Agreement is contingent on approval by ordinrince of the conveyance of
the Properff by the Metropolitan King Counry Council ('Council Approval Contingency'). The
Council Approval Contingency will be satisfied if an ordinance passed by the Metropolitan King
Counry Council approving the conveyance of the Propcrty bccomcs effective within one hundred
twenty (120) days of the Eff'çctivc Date ("Council Approval Périod"). Seller may extend the

Council Approval Period far up to an additional ninety (9û) days. If the Council Àpproval

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Corrtingency is not satisfied within the CouncilApproval Period, thís Agreement shall tenninate,

the Deposit shall be retunred to Buyer and the Parties shall have no further obligations hereunder,

If the Council Approval Contingoncy is satisfìed within the Council Approval Period, Seller shall

be obligated heteunder without t'urther oontingency excelt in the event of a default hereunder by
Buyer,

4.2 Cr,osn¡c/ClosrNc DATn. The Closing shatl occurwithin fifteen (15) business

days of satisfaction of the Council Approval Contingency, At the Closing, Seller shall execute

the Tax Title Deed, a Bill of Sale in substantially the fomr of Exhíbit C, and a Certificate of
Non-Foreign Status substantially in the form of Exhiblt D, shall rccord the executed Tax Title
Deed, and shall mail a conformed copy of the recorded Tax Title Deed, Bill of'Sale and

Certificate of Non-Foreign Status to Buyer at the address provided in Section 5.4 of this
Agreenrent. Sellsr shall not be responsible for payment of any taxes, assessments, fçes or other

charges related to the Properfy. Thc Offer Deposit slìall be applied as a credit against the

Purchase Príce at thc Closing and retained by the County.

ARTICLE 5.

Each statement, representati'on, warranty, indcmnity, covenant,
agrectnent and provision in this Agreernent shall not merge in, but shall survive the Closing of
the transaction contemplated by. tliis Agreernent unless a differont time period is expressly
provided for in this Agreement.

5.2.1. DEFAULT By BuyeR. fn the event Closing does not occur duc to default
by Buyer, Seller's sole and exelusive rernedy shall be to terminâte this Agreement and retain five
percent (5%) of tlie Offer Deposit as liquidatecl damages. Buyer expressly agrees that the

retention of the Deposit by Sellerrepresents a reasonable estimation of the damages in the event

of Buyer's default, that actual damages may be difficult to asceitain and that this provision does

not constitute â ponalty. Buyer and Sellcr acknowlcdge and agree that these damages have been

specifieally negotiated and ale to compensate Seller for taking the Properly off the market and for
its costs and expenses associated with this Agteement.

5.2.2, Dnr¡.ur,:r By SELLER. In the event Closing does not occur due to default

of Seller, Buyer's sole and exclusive remedy shall be to tennin¿te this Agreemeut and receive a

refund of the Offer Deposit.
