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SUBJECT

Briefing 2017-B0097 provides an inventory of the range of substance use disorder services provided by or funded by King County.

SUMMARY

King County provides a range of services to address substance use disorders, spanning the continuum of care.  Services are provided by multiple county agencies or contracted out to community providers.  Funding sources include federal and state funding, as well as local funds – most notably the Mental Illness and Drug Dependency sales tax.

BACKGROUND

King County provides a range of services to address substance use disorders.  The services span the continuum of care:  prevention, intervention, treatment, and recovery/aftercare.[footnoteRef:1] [1:  http://www.kingcounty.gov/depts/community-human-services/mental-health-substance-abuse/services/substance-abuse/services.aspx] 


Prevention:  The goal of prevention is to foster a climate in which:

· Alcohol use is acceptable only for those of legal age and only when the risk of adverse consequences is minimal, and tobacco and illegal drugs are not used at all.
· Prescription and over-the-counter drugs are used only for the purposes for which they are intended.
· Substances such as gasoline or aerosols are used only for their intended purposes.
· Pregnant and women who may become pregnant do not use alcohol, tobacco, or other drugs.

Intervention:  The goal of intervention is to reduce the risk of harm and decrease problem behaviors that result from continued use of substances.  The intent of the intervention is to take action that decreases risk factors related to substance use, abuse or dependency and provide ongoing services.

Treatment:  The goal of treatment is to improve social functioning through complete abstinence from alcohol and drugs for individuals diagnosed with chemical dependency.  Treatment is the use of any planned, intentional intervention in the life of an individual suffering from alcoholism or from another drug dependency designed to help that person achieve and maintain sobriety, physical and mental health and a maximum functional ability.

Aftercare/Continuing Care:  The goal of aftercare and continuing care is to support the person’s abstinence through relapse prevention after primary care and throughout their recovery.  

Substance use disorder services are provided by multiple county agencies, including: 

· Department of Community and Human Services (DCHS);
· Public Health-Seattle & King County (Public Health); 
· Department of Adult and Juvenile Detention (DAJD) and Jail Health Services (JHS);
· Prosecuting Attorney’s Office;
· Superior Court;
· Department of Judicial Administration (DJA); and
· District Court.

The DCHS Substance Use Disorder Prevention and Treatment program works in partnership with the other county agencies, as well as the Washington State Division of Alcohol and Substance Abuse (DASA) in planning and implementing publicly funded prevention and treatment services.  Some of the services provided are county-operated programs, while others are provided through contracts with community-based providers.  

ANALYSIS  

At the request of the Chair of the Health, Housing and Human Services Committee, Council staff have worked with Executive staff to inventory the range of services and programs provided or funded by King County to address substance use disorder.  The inventory also identifies the amount and source of funding for each service or program.  The major sources of funding are state and federal funds (including Medicaid, substance abuse block grant funds, and other funds), as well as local Mental Illness and Drug Dependency (MIDD) sales tax revenues.  The county General Fund (GF), Best Starts for Kids (BSK) and Veterans and Human Services Levy (VHSL) also provide some support for substance use disorder programs.  
The following table identifies each discrete substance use disorder program, the continuum of care program area, 2017-2018 funding sources, the 2017-2018 funding amount, and whether the program addresses substance use disorder services exclusively.
