SUBJECT

Proposed Motion 2017-0237 would confirm the appointment of Courtney Naumann, who resides in Council District 2, to the Conservation Futures Citizen Oversight Committee filling an at-large position for a partial term to expire on December 31, 2017.

BACKGROUND 

Conservation Futures Tax (CFT) funds are collected as a dedicated portion of the property tax and are available only for the acquisition of open space and resource lands.  King County Code 26.12.010 establishes a process for an annual allocation of CFT funds through a citizen-based process conducted by the Conservation Futures Citizen Oversight Committee (COC). The COC is an advisory body and recommends allocation of CFT funds based on a competitive application process. The COC is comprised of 16 members, one from each council district, four council at-large members, and three executive at-large members.

COC CANDIDATE COURTNEY NAUMANN

COURTNEY NAUMANN, a resident of Seattle in Council District 2, has been recommended for appointment to an at-large position for a partial term expiring December 31, 2017.

Ms. Naumann is a Resource Planner with the King Conservation District and has a Bachelor of Science degree in Natural Resource Recreation & Tourism. Her community engagement experience includes positions with The Nature Conservancy and the Center for Collaborative Conservation to the City of Fort Collins.

Ms. Naumann stated in her application materials that if selected for the COC she, “would be excited to represent interests of farmers, small-scale landowners, and other citizens who benefit from and value accessible, local food, balanced with recreation and other ecological land values for program consideration.”
