SUBJECT

A Motion confirming the Executive’s appointment of Joey Ketah, who resides in Council district one, to the King County Women’s Advisory Board, filling a council at-large position.

SUMMARY

The executive has forwarded for Council consideration and approval the appointment of Joey Ketah to the King County Women’s Advisory Board, filling a council at-large position, for a three-year term expiring July 1, 2020. Proposed Motion 2017-0347 would confirm this appointment.

BACKGROUND 

The Women’s Advisory Board was created to foster programs, legislation and policies for the benefit of women throughout King County. The board acts in an advisory capacity, making recommendations to the King County Executive and the King County Council on matters concerning women. Additionally, the board works with the public to provide information regarding the status of women and policies and programs that may affect the status and well-being of women. 

Per County Code[footnoteRef:1], the board comprises fifteen members including a representative from each council district (per Council nomination), and six members representing at-large positions (two per Executive nomination, and four per Council nomination). Board composition must represent the diversity of women in King County, including diversity in age, area of residence, profession and race or ethnicity, and shall not include employees or board members of agencies receiving funding from the women’s program. Nominees shall be appointed by the County Executive and confirmed by the County Council by motion.  [1:  K.C.C. 2.30.060.] 


Proposed Motion 2017-0347 would confirm the appointment of Joey Ketah to the King County Women’s Advisory Board, as the district one representative, for a three-year term expiring July 1, 2020. 

According to Ms. Ketah’s application materials, she is a graduate of the University of Washington, earning a Bachelor’s of Arts and Science Degree, with a major in American Indian Studies and minor in Anthropology.  As indicated in the application materials, Ms. Ketah has been a Washington Chapter delegate for the Central Council of Tlingit and Haida Indian Tribes of Alaska for the last three years. Additionally, she has been a member of the American Indian Women Service League for twelve years, and a member of the Native Action Network.  Ms. Ketah states that while living in King County, she has seen many changes within our population, and is excited to be a part of advocating for women and children.
