SUBJECT

Parking Update.

SUMMARY

Today’s briefing will provide an update on parking initiatives presented by King County Metro Project Manager Daniel Rowe.

BACKGROUND 

The Regional Transit Committee (RTC) has provided policy direction on transit rider parking to King County Metro through a series of policy documents:

· Every iteration of the Strategic Plan for Public Transportation 2011-2021 has included a discussion of park-and-ride capacity issues.
· In 2014-2016, Metro conducted the multi-phase Access to Transit Study as required by Ordinance 17641[footnoteRef:1]; recommendations from this study informed the METRO CONNECTS Long-Range Plan. [1:  Ordinance 17641 approved the 2013 update to the Strategic Plan for Public Transportation 2011-2021. ] 

· METRO CONNECTS addresses expansion of parking  coordinated with Sound Transit investments, and outlines a complementary portfolio of parking-related actions that include management of existing parking and relatively lower cost options to increase the supply of parking.

At the January 18, 2017 RTC meeting, Daniel Rowe provided a status report on the King County Metro Parking Program, with emphasis on near-term implementation efforts.

On May 17, 2017, Mr. Rowe provided a further update and was joined by Alex Krieg from the Puget Sound Regional Council who offered a regional perspective on parking.

Today, Mr. Rowe will provide updates on:  

1) Carpool/High Occupancy Vehicle (HOV) permit parking;
2) Security and enforcement;
3) Leased lot expansion;
4) Park-and-ride partnership with Diamond Parking; and
5) Parking expansion planning.

He will further discuss a new initiative for Single Occupancy Vehicle (SOV) parking permits, which will be getting under way shortly with customer outreach.
