Enclosed for King County Council review is a report titled Facilities Management Division Recommendations for Implementation of Hygiene Facilities Proviso Response. This report responds to Proviso P2, Section 69 of Ordinance 18602 adopting the King County 2017-2018 Budget Omnibus. This budget proviso required the Executive to transmit a report providing recommendations for implementation of hygiene facilities in partnership with the City of Seattle in order to improve cleanliness of the exterior perimeter of the Courthouse. 
The attached report provides information on the current efforts to maintain the cleanliness of the courthouse perimeter, exploration of alternatives and a recommendation for implementation of hygiene facilities that could be pursued in partnership with the City of Seattle.  The broader policy decision of whether the County would contribute towards this City service category is beyond the scope of this report.
