ACCOMPLISHMENTS 
April - August 2018

Meetings: Quarterly meetings scheduled through 2019

Committee Members & Interested Parties: Committee membership and interested parties continues to grow with approximately 75 participants representing over 20 King County and City of Seattle departments and community based organizations. 

Crime data collection: Ongoing reporting on area crime statistics from the Seattle Police Dept. and King County Employee Security Incident Reports (King County FMD); additional reports since April include Juror Security Incident Reports (KCCH) and Seattle Navigation Team (Seattle Dept. of Finance and Administrative Services).
City Hall Park & Prefontaine Park: 
· City Hall Park Activation (Seattle Parks Department): Activation of City Hall Park began on August 6 and will continue daily through September. The Park is activated Mondays-Fridays, including a park concierge from 10AM-4PM, buskers from 12PM to 4PM, giant chess, cornhole and other games, bistro furniture, Adirondack chairs. A food truck is on-site daily, when possible, from 11am-2pm, City Hall Park Food Truck Schedule
· Capital Budget Seattle Parks 2021-2026: Initial planning underway for design and budget proposal
· General clean-up, tree limbing, and lighting improvements (cleaned and replaced with LED) completed August 2018
· 3rd Ave Bus Stop Relocation: Metro Transit confirmed plans to move bus stop at Southbound 3rd Avenue and James Street one block north, effective by March 2019; Northbound stop under consideration to be moved at a later date

Outreach - Downtown & Parks Planning Initiatives: Representatives have attended CVI meetings to brief the Committee on planning efforts underway - Alliance for Pioneer Square, One Center City, Commute Seattle, Downtown Seattle Association, and Seattle Parks Foundation. 
Yesler Crescent Planning: Councilmember Bagshaw has initiated a multifaceted effort to address a wide range of courthouse vicinity issues. She coined the term Yesler Crescent to refer to City Hall Park, Prefontaine Place and Fortson Square
Security Subcommittee: An interjurisdictional security subcommittee was formed in July, led by King County Facilities Management Division, to discuss roles and interagency coordination. Representatives include King County Facilities Management Division, SPD Officers, KCSO Marshalls, Metro Transit Police, FMD Security, Sound Transit, DESC Safety Patrol, and Seattle Parks. Future meetings will include DSA/Metropolitan Investment District and SDOT.
Sanitation (garbage and sidewalks): Continuation of increased services. 
“Friends of” City Hall Park & Prefontaine Place (aka Public Benefit Partnership): Discussions have begun about development of a public-private partnership to support City Hall Park, Prefontaine Place, and Fortson Square improvements. 
Fortson Square: SDOT began evaluation of maintenance, security, activation and future plans for improvements; evaluating recommendations included in CTED study, Crime Prevention Through Environmental Design: Assessment of Fortson Square, prepared by Seattle Neighborhood Group for Alliance for Pioneer Square, 2017. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]Sound Transit: Developed recommendations and soliciting input on proposed short-term improvements and longer-term structural changes to increase safety and visibility.  To facilitate near term actions, Sound Transit has agreed with Metro to assume shared responsibility for the Pioneer Square Tunnel Station entrances this year.
