Proposed Ordinance 2018-0373  would
make it unlowiul for ony person In unin-
carporated King County to keep o firearm,
whether loaded or unlooded with ammu-
nition, within any premise unless the fire-
arm |s safely stored in or using .o secure
firearm storoage or sofely device ond pre-
scribe penalties.

Any person in violalion of the proposed
ardinance shuH firs! be given o warning in
wrifing by o low enforcement officer ond
the low enforcemant officer shall inform
the person of nearby facilities where o se-
cure firearm storogz or sofety device may
be purchosed, A vielation of 1he proposed
ardinance, fifteen doys affer the initial
warning censtitutes o civil infraction not
to exceed one thousond dollars and the no-
tice of infroction shall be issued by o low
enforcement afficer.

It & person pravides evidence that o se-
cure fireorm storuae or safety device has
been obtained since the issuance of the
notice of infractlon, then the civil infrac
tion shall be waived by the court. The law
enforcement officer shall inform the per-
son of this provislon after issuance of the
notice of infraction.
